Directions

From Baltimore and North:  Take the Baltimore Beltway/I-695 to Exit 2 for Route 10.  Follow Route 10 SOUTH to Route 100 East (Route 10 merges left into Route 100).  Follow Route 100 to the first traffic signal and turn left onto Magothy Bridge Road.  Follow Magothy  Bridge Road to the next traffic light, proceed straight onto Hog Neck Road/Route 607.  Follow Hog Neck Road to the “T” intersection with Route 173 (the second traffic signal from Route 100).  Turn right on Route 173 EAST/Fort Smallwood Road.

From Virginia, Washington, D.C. and South:  Take the Capital Beltway/Route 495 to Exit 19 for Route 50/John Hanson Highway.  Take Route 50 East toward Annapolis.  After crossing the Severn River Bridge near Annapolis (large bridge, scenic view), exit onto Route 2 North.  Note:  Once on the exit ramp, bear left or you will get a free scenic tour.  Continue north on Route 2 to the ninth traffic light and turn right onto Magothy Bridge Road (the Earleigh Heights Fire House will be on your right).  Follow Magothy Bridge Road until it turns into Hog Neck Road/Route 607 (three traffic signals).  Follow Hog Neck Road to the “T” intersection with Route 173 (the second traffic signal from Route 100).  Turn right on Route 173 EAST/Fort Smallwood Road.

For everyone from Route 173 East:  Follow Route 173/Fort Smallwood Road to Bayside Beach Rd.  Bayside Beach Rd, will be a right hand turn, with a sign for Hancock’s Resolution Park.  After approximately one mile look for a black mail box number 1821 (second driveway on the right past Webster Drive/Paradise Beach Road.) and turn right onto a long asphalt driveway.   Proceed to the end of the driveway.  You have arrived.

NOTE: If you get to the intersection of Alpine Beach Rd./Bahama Beach Rd. with Bayside Beach Road – you missed the driveway, turn around and prepare to make a left at 1821.
