AUTOCROSS RULES

The purpose of the Autocross at Tigers United is to provide a fun, competitive event as a part of the over-all fun weekend we have all come to enjoy as "Tigers United."

Please note the following rules:
l.
Classes will be determined, as in the past, by wheel width.   You must autocross in the same class in which you compete in the Concours d'Elegance.  No switching of classes will be allowed.   Classes are as follows:

Stock Class:

13" Diameter Wheels with width 51/2"  inches or less

Personalized:
13" to 15" Diameter Wheels with width greater than 51/2 inches thru 71/2 inches wide with no major modifications.

Modified:

Wheel Diameters over 15" and or widths greater than 71/2 inches and/or any major modifications such as independent rear suspension, Ackerman angle changes, oversize or rear disc brakes, multiple carburation, fuel injection, turbo chargers or blowers, etc.

2.
DOT approved street tires only.

3.
All drivers must be at least 18 years of age and have a valid driver's license.

4.
All drivers and passengers must wear helmets and use their seat belts.

5.
All drivers and passengers must have registered for the event and have signed the insurance waiver for the autocross.

6.
All drivers must have a specific car number attached to their car that is easily identifiable from a distance and visible from the driver's side of the car.  Any additional drivers (i.e. spouse or friends) must have a supplementary number identification (i.e. #43 car will have #43-A, #43-B, etc.).  Additional drivers must fill out a separate registration card with tech.   Be sure to write on the card the numbers for each individual driver along with their names.

Only Tigers may trophy, except for the quiz and in conversion class.  Insurance requires that all vehicles participating in moving events, including your family vehicle must pass tech inspection.

Authenticity and Participation Policy for Trophies

No car will be allowed to trophy in a Tiger class without submitting to a verification inspection, when and IF requested by event officials.  In the unlikely event you are asked to present your car for inspection, the procedure is as follows:

1.
You will be quietly informed by a credentialed official that your vehicle should be examined.

2.
If possible, the review will take place away from the center of activity,  so you may be asked to move your car.

3.
Your cooperation is expected during the process, which should involve no more than three officials for consensuses.

4.
You will be given a confidential, verbal report concerning the status of your entry ending the procedure.

5.
Failure to comply will result in disqualification and possible forfeiture of registration fees. Every effort will be made to resolve the authenticity questions in a timely, unobtrusive fashion and before any awards ceremony.  If a definitive determination cannot be reached on site, trophies will be withheld until a more complete examination can be arranged for and undertaken.

NOTICE TO ALL REGISTRANTS:

STOA has been and continues to be dedicated to a single "MARQUE", the SUNBEAM TIGER.  We believe that the prestige of our organization is tied directly to the unique nature of the car we embrace.  As the number of truly legitimate Tigers diminishes through natural or, unnatural attrition it is time to re-affirm a policy that insures honors bestowed by "The Sunbeam Tiger Owners Association" are only awarded to genuine TIGERS.  On behalf of all Sunbeam Tiger owners, the organizers of this event have adopted the following policy and procedures relevant to Tiger classes.  The awarding of marque honors will henceforth be contingent on a verification inspection, when and only, if requested by event administrators.  In the unlikely circumstance you are asked to present your car for scrutinizing, the procedure as follows:

1.
You will be quietly informed by a credentialed official that your vehicle should be examined.

2.
If possible, the review will take place away from the center of activity, so you may be asked to move your car.

3.
Your cooperation is expected during the process, which should involve no more than three officials for consensuses.  Every effort will be made to resolve authenticity questions in a timely, unobtrusive fashion and before any awards ceremony.  If a definitive determination cannot be reached, inspectors will always defer to the vehicle.

4.
You will be given a confidential, verbal report concerning the status of your entry and if necessary, asked to voluntarily change classifications.

Your signature indicates that you have read and agreed to accept the intent of these regulations and the jurisdiction of event organizers.

AUTHENTICITY AND PARTICIPATION POLICY FOR TROPHIES
IT IS THE POLICY OF THE SUNBEAM TIGER OWNERS ASSOCIATION THAT ONLY TIGERS PRODUCED ON THE SUNBEAM / JENSEN ASSEMBLY LINES ARE ALLOWED TO TROPHY AT STOA SPONSORED EVENTS.

IT IS THE INTENT OF STOA TO DENY AWARDS OR PRIZES TO TIGERS WHICH HAVE BEEN IDENTIFIED AS CONVERSIONS, UNLESS SPECIFIC CLASSES HAVE BEEN OFFERED FOR THESE CARS.  ONLY GENUINE TIGERS WILL BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE LORD ROOTES TROPHY.  IT IS NOT THE INTENT OF STOA TO DENY THE RIGHTS OF MEMBERSHIP AND/OR PARTICIPATION IN THIS ORGANIZATION, OR TO DISCOURAGE THE USE AND ENJOYMENT TO OWNERS OF CONVERSIONS, BUT SIMPLY TO ESTABLISH THAT THE CLUB RECOGNIZES THE DIFFERENCE.

STOA HAS ESTABLISHED AN AUTHENTICATION PROGRAM TO IDENTIFY "ORIGINAL SUNBEAM TIGERS", AND HAS A GROUP OF QUALIFIED EXPERTS, WHO HAVE BEEN FULLY TRAINED IN ORIGINAL FACTORY PRODUCTION METHODOLOGY.  IT IS ALSO OUR INTENT TO PUBLISH OUR COLLECTIVE WILLINGNESS TO ASSIST PROSPECTIVE OWNERS IN SELECTING GENUINE TIGERS AND AVOIDING MISREPRESENTATIONS.


EVENT INFORMATION TRANSFER

Newsletter Registration form - classification information and best of knowledge statement:

The information contained in this registration form pertaining to the classification and authenticity of my entry is true and complete to the best of my knowledge.

Event instruction or points sheets.

Registration packet received at time of event arrival. Trophy Policies:

a.
Only authentic Tigers may trophy in limited Tiger events.   These events include, concours, autocross, popular vote, and Lord Rootes Trophy.

b.
Tiger conversions will have their own class for concours and mens and women’s classes for the Autocross.

c.
Any registered participant is eligible to trophy in the quiz event.

d.
Tigers or Tiger conversions are eligible to trophy in the rally for driver and navigator. Other marques are welcome to participate, but are not eligible for awards.

e.
Any registered entrant who feels that a car is improperly classed, my bring this information to the event chairman other event official.

f.
The owner of a car that has been questioned, will be discreetly notified, so that proper classification can be discussed.

g.
If the question of classification involves authenticity, the owner may be requested to move his car to an appropriate location for further inspection.  This will be done so as not to interfere with any judging or competitive  participation.  If possible, the inspection will take place away from the center of activity.

h.
Your cooperation is expected during this process, which should involve no more than three officials for consensus.

i.
You will be given a confidential, verbal report concerning the status of your entry ending this procedure.

j.
Failure to comply with official requests, will result in disqualification and possible forfeiture of registration fees.

k.
If the results of any authenticity inspection are not conclusive, event officials will default in the interest of the owner, and awards, if applicable, will be distributed as the car was originally classed.

l.
The awarding of Trophies in Tiger classes does not in any way certify that a car is authentic, or has passed any official certification test or standard.

POPULAR VOTE

Each registered participant is requested to vote for his/her favorite Tiger at the event.  (Maximum ballots - 2 per car.)

Popular Vote ballots will be included in the packet received at registration.

Popular Vote ballot box will be prominently placed at the concours and the autocross.  Participants should display car numbers on their Tigers at both of these events.

All ballots should be turned in by noon on Sunday. Only official ballots will be counted.

Additional ballots will be given out at the discretion of the Popular Vote Chairman.

RALLY Should be a scenic, fun event.

Trophies 1st through 5th, for both driver and navigator.


TIGERS UNITED QUIZ

1.
The Tigers United Quiz shall be taken at a convenient, predesignated time and place.  These will be listed in the schedule of events included in each registration packet.  The schedule should also be posted inside and outside of the registration room.

2.
The Tiger Quiz may be taken by any Tigers United registrant for the Tiger Quiz trophy.  However, only the Lord Rootes designate may accumulate points toward the Lord Rootes Trophy.

3.
The Tiger Quiz should be difficult and long enough to avoid ties.  Extra questions should be prepared in the event of a tie.

4.
Disqualifications:

a.
Name and car number not on quiz. 

b.
If found talking, whispering or cheating (offender will be asked to leave the room).

c.
If not a registered participant at Tigers United.

5.
Trophies will be given to 1st, 2nd & 3rd Place winners. These will be awarded at the Awards Banquet.


LORD ROOTES POINTS SYSTEM

This scoring system was developed to:

1.
Simplify the points keeping process and scoring for events.

2.
Stress the concour condition of the car in relation to the potential for "driver participation" points.

3.
Broaden the points spread between winning cars and average cars.

Anyone competing for the Lord Rootes Trophy must do so in a Sunbeam Tiger.

In order to be eligible for the Lord Rootes Trophy, you must be registered with one Tiger and compete in that Tiger in all events.

Once a car wins the Lord Rootes Trophy it cannot win again.


LORD ROOTES POINTS SCORING

1.
All score sheets received from the individual events Chairmen should be double checked for accuracy and completeness.

2.
Verify class is the same for each participant' throughout all events.

3.
Fill out Master Score Sheet using the agreed upon points system.

4.
Scoring for Lord Rootes:

a.
No (0) points if event run in any car but a Tiger. 

b.
Ties, each participant receives same number of Lord Rootes points (trophy tiebreakers are not applicable for Lord Rootes trophy). 

c.
Points are given for exact placement in event.  (Previous Lord Rootes winners & those not competing for Lord Rootes still are considered in order of finish.)

5.
Any questions regarding Lord Rootes points scoring should be directed to the Tigers United Chairman.  He is the final authority.

6.
Add points to determine the winner.


TIGER CONCOURS CLASSIFICATION

Realizing that many Tiger owners have made highly desirable modifications to enhance the appearance, comfort, handling and/or performance of their cars, three classes have been established to make concours judging more equitable, each of which represents a popular Tiger group.

1. FACTORY STOCK CLASS - This class is intended for owners who are attempting to maintain their Tiger as close to original as possible.  This does include all LAT options, such as LAT wheels.  Attempts to replace original equipment as closely as possible, such as upholstery material and paint colors, are acceptable and encouraged. Modifications and miscellaneous additions will tend to reduce total points in this class.

2. PERSONALIZED STOCK CLASS - This class is expected to be the most populous class and is intended for owners who have personalized their Tigers to suit their own particular desires.  Cars in this class should clearly retain their identity as Tigers and as such, major body modifications such as flared fenders (more radical than LAT fiberglass) are not appropriate.

3. MODIFIED CLASS - This class is intended for owners who have substantially altered the appearance of their Tigers or who have done other extensive modification.

Your car will be judged as it stands and you shall be present to open doors, hood & trunk.

2.
Points to be given for the owner's handbook and/or workshop manual without regard to their condition.

3.
Ashtrays and glove box should be empty and clean.  Console may contain functional items, Eg.,  registration, sunglasses, etc.

Points score  0 - 5 per line item.     Perfect score 100 points

(NO CLEANING WILL BE ALLOWED AFTER JUDGING BEGINS)

REMEMBER:  TO A CONCOURS JUDGE, CLEAN IS BEAUTIFUL, AND  DIRT IS  DEATH.
